In the event a Sponsor Invite withdraws prior to the invitation deadline, the sponsor may 
replace such invite with another invite up until Tue., the 15th October, at 6:00 pm local 
time. 

 
 

The field of 114 Players will be determined as follows: 
 

1. Ten (10) Players who are Sponsor Invites as determined by the sponsor. 
2. Sixty-two (62) Members ranked in the order of their position on the current year LET Exemption 

Category List as of the close of entry deadline. 

3. Thirty-four (34) players nominated by the WGAI. 

4. One (1) highest-ranked player from the top 100 of the Women’s World Golf Rankings, not otherwise 
qualified, as at the Close of Entry deadline. Any ties will be broken by the Players’ position on the Women’s 
World Golf Rankings as of the 31 December of the previous year. 

5. Top two (2) Members in the Top 20 of the current season’s Order of Merit, not otherwise exempt, after 
the Second Re-Rank. 

6. Two (2) places held for Members of the last-named European Solheim Cup team, not otherwise qualified 
a) LET Members will be ranked by position on the official Rolex Women’s World Golf Rankings as at 

the Close of Entry Deadline. 
b) If the spot(s) are not needed, they will go to the next available player(s) on the LET Exemption 

Category List. 
7. The winner of the Aramco Team Series - Shenzhen. If the winner is already qualified, the spot will go to 

the next available player on the LET Exemption Category List. 
8. Top two (2) Players who finish in the Top 10 at the Wistron Ladies Open – Taiwan and are not already 

qualified. If Players are tied for the second position, the tie will be broken in the following order: lowest 

final round; lowest 3rd round, lowest 2nd round, lowest 1st round; match of scorecards beginning with 

the 18th hole of the final round and working backwards.  

a) If the spot(s) are not needed, they will go to the next available player(s) on the LET Exemption 

Category list. 

9. If the field is not full, the remainder of the field will be filled by LET Members, ranked in order of their 
position on the current year LET Exemption Category List as of the Close of Entry deadline. 

10. If the field is not full, the sponsor may invite a maximum of two (2) additional Players to participate in the 
event (provided that the total number of participants in the field does not exceed 114). 

11. If the field is not full, the remainder of the field will be filled by LETAS Tour Members, ranked in the 
order of their position on the current year’s Official LETAS Order of Merit. 

Note: From 00:00 am on Monday 22nd October, reserves for all vacated spots will be chosen in alternating 
order from the LET and WGAI Reserve Lists with the first spot going to the next available Player on the LET 
Reserve List.
